• Shops in the centre usually open every 
day from 9:00 am – 8:00 pm.

∙The standard voltage is 220v and the 
power plug is type F with 2 round pins.

• The region of Catalonia has two official 
languages: Spanish and Catalan. In offices 
and schools, Catalan is the dominant 
language.

• Summer, from mid-June to August , is hot 
and sunny with highs of 86ºF/30ºC, 
where nights are humid. Spring and 
autumn are mild with a fair amount of 
sunny days. Winter, from December to 
February, is also mild with (on average) 
only 4 days a year below 32ºF/0ºC. The 
best time to visit is spring from April to 
mid-June, but September is also a good 
month.

• EU nationals can stay for up to 90 days 
for certain purposes. A valid passport or 
visa may be required at border control for 
some nationalities.

Public transport

Mobility around Barcelona and its 
metropolitan area is easy thanks to its 
sustainable public transport network.

Taxis charge supplements at railway 
stations and cruise terminals, as well as 
for carrying special equipment and 
late-night call-outs.

Cabify operates exactly like Uber and is 
a great option for those who don’t want 
to hail a cab.

EU citizens can access medical care but 
we advise you to apply for a European 
Health Insurance Card. 

112 is the emergency services 
(ambulance, fire and rescue) free-phone 
24/7 across the EU and covers 80 
languages.

Healthcare centres provide primary care 
while specialist services are available in 
hospitals. Medicines must be bought in 
pharmacies displaying the illuminated 
green cross. Antibiotics are sold on 
prescription only.
